The following vaccines are typically received before the age of 2: 
4 doses of Diphtheria/Tetanus/Pertussis (DTaP) 
3 doses of Polio  
1 dose Varicella if no history of chickenpox 
1 dose of Measles/Mumps/Rubella (MMR)  
3 doses of Hepatitis B  
2 doses of Hepatitis A  
3 or 4 doses depending on the brand of Hib (Haemophilus Influenza Type B) 
4 doses of PCV (Pneumococcal)  

 
 
 

 
Additional doses needed after receiving the vaccines listed above: 
1 dose of Diphtheria/Tetanus/Pertussis (DTaP)  
1 dose of Polio  
1 dose of Varicella if no history of chickenpox
